If the forfeited real property is sold
for an amount that is less than the amount of the delinquent taxes, assessments, charges, penalties, and interest against it, and R.C. 5721.17(B)(2) is applicable,
any notes issued by a receiver pursuant to R.C. 3767.41(F), and any receivers' lien as defined in R.C. 5721.18(C)(4), the court, in a separate order, may enter
a deficiency judgment against the last owner of record of the tract, lot, or part of lot before its forfeiture to the state, for the amount of the difference; and that,
if that owner of record is a corporation, the court may enter the deficiency judgment against the stockholder holding a majority of the corporation's stock.
